Supporting Role: A role that is not the main character but is still a crucial part of the show with 6-

20 lines and few solos lines and duets.  

(Madame(human), Scat Cat, Napoleon(dog), Abigail Gabbles(goose), Amelia Gabble(goose)  

Minor Roles: Additional minor characters who have few speaking lines and lots of group singing 

and dancing.  

(Alley cats: Wacky cat, Mad cat, Slick cat, Hep cat. Dogs: Lafayette, Vichy, Ssoise) 

Ensemble Role with no lines: This is a role that does not have a specific character name but 

rather a group of characters who sing and dance in big scenes. This role was no lines to memorize but 

lots of singing and dancing.  

(Extra Alley Cats, Extra Dogs.) 

Character Preference: This does not guarantee you will get your character preference, but I will do 

my best to align characters with students.
